Building Bridges ...

Soldiers from 33 Armoured
Engineer Squadron, 26
Engineer Regiment, have
been conducting an exercise
on Salisbury Plain, using a
Chinook helicopter to move
a 'medium girder over
bridge’, the type used to
strengthen culverts and
damaged bridges.
Transporting equipment by
air is a proven way to get
equipment to where it is
most needed in the shortest
time possible, minimising
danger to both manpower
and equipment from attack
at ground level.

The bridge has several
sections made of high
tensile aluminium alloy and
can be assembled by an eight man team of engineers with
each of the sections taking four men to lift it. When laid,

# the bridge has the strength to bear the load of the heaviest
