Farewell from Brigadier Bashall

Two years have rushed fp.ast. I
am now writing to say farewell
when it seems only yesterday I
was writing an article for
Drumbeat Magazine at the start
of my tour. The tenure of my
time as brigade and garrison
commander have seen some
momentous changes, both at
home and overseas.

At home project ALLENBY /
CONNAUGHT has accelerated;
the shape and structure of the
Garrison in Tidworth is now .
becoming clear. Real progress is F
also now apparent in Bulford. These physical changes are a
sign of investment and, in particular, investment in our
single soldiers' accommodation. And they are momentous
changes. Until 2006, the garrison's infrastructure had
changed very little over the past 100 years and we had
consciously failed to invest in either maintenance or
alterations to the standard of facilities enjoyed by our
Victorian ancestors. Those serving now should consider
themselves fortunate ! But the consequences of these
physical changes on our lives, and especially our military
culture, are unknown. The impact of Pay as you Dine,
Whole Fleet Management, Pairing and Sharing are all going
to take time to adjust to. And I think this is the challenge
for the next few years. To embrace change, to get
accustomed to it, and to make the best of it. My greatest
concern remains with our families and the quality of our
married quarters. As Brigade Commander it frustrates me
not to be able to do more to help. So much is now
controlled by civilian contractors, that I am unable to offer
proper assistance. I hope the military chain of command
will continue to do all it can to keep our married quarters
estates safe, clean and decent.

Overseas, the Brigade was involved last year in what I
believe will be seen as the key turning point in the Iraq
campaign. The bravery, stoicism, courage and
determination of all ranks under fire was a privilege to
behold. And I know 12 Brigade and others in the Garrison
endured equal hardship and challenges during their
operational tours. But for 1 Brigade, the success of Op
TELIC 10 tour is evident today in the strategic change we
see taking place in Iraq. Everyone can feel proud about the
part they played in bringing about such important progress.
We now need to live with the consequences of the tour, and
in particular ensure that our dead are not forgotten; and
that our wounded and bereaved are looked after properly,
and cared for by the military chain of command.

I am very sad to be leaving Tidworth, brigade command
and the Garrison. It has been a remarkable and very
enjoyable two years for my family and myself. I wish you
all every success with your future careers, and I hope the
Army continues to give you a fulfilling, challenging and
above all a rewarding way of life.

On Exercise in Canada ...

Soldiers from 1 Mechanised Brigade have spent most of
the summer and autumn on the vast Prairies in Alberta,
Canada. The British Army Training Unit Suffield,

(BATUS), is one of the army's biggest training areas and
is the location for Exercise Medicine Man, 5 times a year.

The 2 RTR Battle Group, consisting of sub-units from

2 RTR, 1 RTR, 2 R WELSH, 22 Engineer Regt and 19 Regt
RA, took part in this year’s Ex Medicine Man 5 in
October/November. Many of the soldiers from 2 RTR
and 2 R WELSH were also involved in Ex Medicine Man
3 in July/ August, when they deployed as the Opposition
Force (OPFOR) for the 3 YORKS Battle Group.

The Exercise has 2 main phases, the first involves the
live firing of all weapon systems, practising high-
intensity, armoured war fighting for the most complex
type of operations the Army undertakes.

In between the 2 phases, many soldiers take part in an
excellent Adventure Training package in the Canadian
Rockies, where activities include canoeing, sailing, rock
climbing, horse riding, dog-sledging and ice climbing.
The second phase of the exercise uses TES, “electronic
beam warfare’, which is extremely realistic yet safe. The
Battle Group takes on a live enemy, “‘OPFOR’, which this
time came from the KRH Battle Group. All vehicles,
weapon systems and personnel are fitted with electronic
sensors which accurately simulate when casualties are
inflicted, giving a very accurate assessment of how
successfully the exercises have been conducted.

The 2 RTR Battle Group was highly praised during the
Exercise. All ranks, from the commanders to the
youngest soldiers, worked hard to ensure the success of
the exercise, proving that it is a robust unit, ready to
actively participate in operations anywhere.
